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The Society21 approach proposes online professional ‘communities of practice’ or networks to provide two way communications which provide practitioners with:

· access to tacit knowledge linking schools, local authorites, universities, unions and other experts, services and agencies  in order to bridge the gap between theory and practice through evidence based resources – through online communities of practice
· ways for educators to engage in dialogue regardless of distance beyond current online forums

· links between policy makers and practitioners to enable more effective two way consultation and dissemination 
· a communal problem solving and sharing good practice network that thrives on reflective practice

· a methodology that promotes collaborative approaches to research and reaching judgments on evidence (the PIMMS approach – practitioners and researchers working in a community of practice and  using innovative 21C multidimensional mind-mapping as well standard techniques for ideas sharing, research and evaluation.  This way of working provides a ‘green-house’ for knowledge sharing, knowledge creation and testing ideas with peers and experts. 

· stakeholder engagement in the sharing and developing of a ‘knowledge economy’
· new ways of presenting and accessing knowledge through learning pathways

· new forms of CPD for teachers taking account of accreditation needed for the ;licence to teach’.
