I didn’t really have time to look at the access before actually choosing a university so I actually got quite lucky in choosing Brunel. I went through clearing and it was actually quite accidental that it’s such a good university with so many provisions

When I chose Brunel it took like…a few weeks until everything was set up and after that in one or two weeks I was here and already studying. When I came here I really liked the automations in the rooms everything seemed to be set up just right. The advisors were really helpful in getting things into place. 

At Brunel I use a motorised bed and a hoist…. also the automatic doors I have a personal assistant living in the next room so she’s available 24 7. There are note-takers available for lectures and even seminars if I need them. If I need it, I can have someone write the exams for me, I’m also allowed extra time and I think that’s pretty much it. 

Uxbridge has a lot of provisions for disabled people, I mean…most restaurants or stores have ramps. At first I used to miss friends and family until I met new people, and to overcome that I used Skype for example, and it helped yes!
