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How to apply for 
a Student Visa
The UK now has a Points Based Immigration System. To come to the UK as a Student, you will usually need to apply for a Tier 4 (General) student visa. 
Brunel University’s Sponsor Licence Number (SLN) is 0BT931EY6 and we are a Highly Trusted Sponsor. 

To apply for a Tier 4 visa you must have a Confirmation of Acceptance of Studies (CAS) and prove you can meet the Maintenance Requirement. We will issue a CAS to you once you have:

· Met all the conditions of your offer (please see your Conditional Offer for details) AND
· Paid your course deposit or supplied us with a letter from your Official Financial Sponsor AND
· Sent us a copy of your passport
Please remember to send us all of the above as soon as possible, in order to leave enough time for you to apply for your visa. You must also keep us up to date with any changes to your personal contact details.
When you receive your CAS:

· Please check that all your personal details are correct (for example, that your name is spelt exactly as shown in your passport and that your course details are correct). If any details are incorrect please contact us immediately.
Please note, a CAS is valid for six months from date of issue, however you are not permitted to make a visa application more than 3 months before your course start date. The first CAS we issue to you is free.  However, if you need another CAS (for example, if the first CAS has expired or if you change the course you wish to study) we will charge a £10 administration fee to you, to cover the cost charged to us by the UKBA.
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If you already have a visa and believe you do not need to apply for a new one, please let us know the details of your current visa so that we can check that you would be eligible to register. 





Please note that if you have a Tier 1, Tier 2 or Tier 4 visa, it must be valid for the whole duration of your new course, otherwise you will not be permitted to register. This is Brunel University’s policy.

the CAS number which Brunel University issued to you
