Academic Word: tutorial (n) /tfu:'to:.ri.al/

Meaning: a meeting between a tutor and one or a small group of students. Students can
ask questions, check understanding and receive feedback

Collocations: ‘have a tutorial’ / ‘prepare for a tutorial’ / ‘give somebody a tutorial’

Example: At Brunel Language Centre you will have a 1-to-1 tutorial every week.

General English Expression: ‘Absolutely!’

Meaning: a strong way of saying ‘yes’. To negate it, simply add ‘not’ (‘Absolutely not!’)
Example: “I'm hungry. Do you want to have lunch?”

“Absolutely!”.
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
